Registration for Senior University Georgetown courses requires a current $50 membership for EACH 

participant.  If you are not a current member, you must be Age 50 or older  and you must include your 

$50 dues; this will cover a 12 month period beginning with the receipt of your dues payment.  For more 

information please call our office at 512-819-7680. (New Phone Number) 
  

Registration will close on Friday, September 17.  All participants should have their registration 

mailed to the Senior University office by this date in order to be processed and confirmed before 

classes begin.  You will receive a confirmation notice confirming the courses for which you have been 

scheduled.  Late registration is allowed after the Registration cut off date if classes are not full.  Walk-

in registration is allowed if classes are not full. 
 

You may take ONE course in EACH time slot.  Early enrollees will be scheduled first.  Some courses 

have a small, limited enrollment and will fill rather quickly.  It is our goal to honor individual requests 

as long as space is available.  You will be notified if the course you have selected is full and will be 

allowed to make another course  selection.
